AFC funding helps 
New parish halls 
are built with AFC 
contributions for St. 
Mark’s, Caledonia, 
BC, St. George’s, 
Kamloops, BC, and the 
Parish of Lytton, BC. 
Grants are given for the 
new church of Christ 
Church, Chibougamau, 
ON and a new rectory 
for Holy Trinity, 
Yellowknife, NT.

1957 
On April 26, 1957, the 
Anglican Foundation of 
Canada is incorporated. 
The first grant given 
is to aid in the 
construction of a new 
church and rectory 
at St. John’s, Parish 
of Kawawachikamach, 
Schefferville, QC. 
Grants are given for 
new rectories for St. 
Matthew’s, Terrace, 
BC, St. Michael & 
All Angels, Merritt, 
BC, and the Parish of 
Lynn Lake, MB, as well 
as parish halls for St. 
Mark’s, Kitimat, BC, 
St. Mark’s & St. Vital, 
Winnipeg, MB, and St. 
Timothy’s, Saskatoon, 
SK.  

AFC funding helps 
build parish halls for 
St. Alban’s Cathedral, 
Prince Albert, SK, 
Christ Church, Grande 
Prairie, AB, and Christ 
Church, Mansville, AB. 
Grants are given for 
the new churches of St. 
James’, Regina, SK, St. 
Mary’s, Sioux Lookout, 
ON, St. Andrew’s, 
Happy Valley–Goose 
Bay, NL, and St. Peter’s, 
Victoria, BC.

1958

AFC FUNDING HELPS 
build the new churches 
of St. George’s, Prince 
Albert, SK and St.
